Inter-Club Tournaments Director’s Report 2012 - 2013
1. Overview

I am pleased to report that not only were a good number of events and tournaments run successfully during the season, but also that it was remarked upon for the quality of chess and the spirit in which it was largely played.  The highlights from the season were as follows:
· 10 Inter-Club tournaments ran to completion through the season

· 15 clubs entered teams

· 61 teams took part overall in the Inter-Club competitions

· All matches were completed by 7th May, with the exception of the Alexander Cup final which took place the 4th June.
· All issues raised concerning the running of the tournaments were dealt with
· The balance of home and away matches in the Surrey Trophy division was maintained, resulting in a tightly contested and exciting competition (see Results below).

This availability is due to the contribution made by Brian Skinner, and the Director would like to thank him for all his hard work in site maintenance and investigating issues.

3. Issues

As usual, there were several issues raised by clubs and individuals, and all were brought to accepted resolutions.  After the Clubs had agreed their fixtures at the start of the season, most of the issues raised concerned either estimated grades for new and returning players, or the January grade updates.   Looking back on the data and outcomes, we are confident that the formulae used to calculate estimated grades are working well in practise.
Sadly, there was one major dispute, and this was escalated to the Disputes Committee, which upheld the Tournaments Director’s decision.
Going forward, the timescales available to clubs to raise and resolve issues, need to be clarified and adhered to.

4. Conclusion
Overall, Surrey has enjoyed another season of excellent chess played with a good, competitive spirit, and starts the new season with no outstanding issues.
