SCCU Delegate Report 2012 - 2013

The following is a précis of the important details of the last year’s reports, decisions and news.
· AGM 2012
· Election of Officers.
·  David Howes continued as President but has stated that he will not stand again in 2013. 
· Neill Cooper stood down as Deputy President and was replaced by Tyrone Jeffries
· Angela Eyton took over as Junior Organiser with the proviso it might be for one year only
· Finance
· Accounts for 2011 – 2012 were presented by the Treasurer showing a surplus of £124 and a bank balance of £3,804.
·  The Budget for 2012-2013 was presented and envisaged a surplus of £80 before junior activities, and a potential junior deficit of £150.  There was no change in fees (County affiliation £50; NCM affiliation £25 with a £5 discount for prompt payment; and Counties Championship entry fees £20 per team). 
· Game fees - for any non-Members, this would continue to be the Counties’ responsibility.  The ECF would bill the Union for it, and the Union in turn would bill the Counties.  As the rules currently stood, the Union would have to make an estimated payment in December with adjustment in the following year, or perhaps sooner if the discrepancy was large.  However, Counties would not be billed until the end of the season.
· Rule Changes
· The Executive proposed amending Rule 3(a) so that Non-County Members could be elected at any General Meeting, not just the AGM.  The change was agreed nem con.
· Juniors

· .The intended increase in Junior entry fees had not taken place 

· The U18/14 Jamborees had been successfully hosted by Sussex Junior Chess.  For next year’s event, the Kent Junior CA would probably perform this role. 

· Council approved, with no dissenting votes, an application for Non-County Membership by Oxfordshire Juniors

· SCCU Individual Championship 2013-14 and British Championship qualifying places 2014.
The Executive made awards as follows:  SCCU Championship 2013-14: Hertfordshire Congress (November 2013). BCQ places: Thanet Congress (August 2013); Hastings Masters 2013-14; Weald Congress (July 2014, but places may be taken up in 2015).
