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Surrey Youth chess teams have had few fixtures over the past 12 months.

In the 2012 ECF U18/U13 County Championship held on Sat 30th June at Eton College Surrey fielded the biggest squad, of over 40 youth chess players. Our U18 Open came sixth and our B team 11th (out of 15 entries). Surrey U13 A came 3rd and the B team 6th (out of 10 teams) whilst our U13 minor team came 9th. This year’s event will also be on 30th June (now a Sunday) in Hertfordshire. Many thanks to David Shepherd, Angus James and Thomas Briggs for organising these teams.
In Southern Counties Chess Union 2012/13 tournaments we won the U14/U130 zone with 4 wins in 4 matches. In the final Surrey succumbed to a very strong Oxfordshire team who won 17 - 7. 
Amongst many good performance, those who scored over 80% this year were:
Victoria Sit 9/10 including 2 wins on board 3 in the final;

Anath Vijakumar undefeated with 7/8, including a win and a draw on board 1 in the final

Kiran Gopinathan 6.5/8 and Alex Nielsen 7.5/9

Unfortunately the SCCU U18/U14 Jamboree has not been run this year, but Sussex Junior Chess have offered to run it in 2013/14.
The Briant Poulter League (basically the Surrey Secondary School League) continues to be successful. It has now been expanded to 6 divisions and over 300 players who have played over 1100 graded games of chess. The first division was won by Wilson’s school, with a 100% record, ahead of Hampton School and RGS Guildford. This year we have a record three schools (out of a total of eight) playing at the Finals of the National School Chess Championships, with Wilson’s in the Championships and Hampton and RGS Guildford in the Plate.
