Inter-Club Tournaments Report 2015-16

This season the SCCA ran 8 tournaments compared with 10 last season. The Beaumont Cup teams were transferred to the Ellam Trophy and the Ellam Trophy and Centenary Trophy teams were combined into a single larger Centenary Trophy. The Stoneleigh Trophy was dropped due to lack of entries.

15 clubs entered teams (2 clubs played only in the knockouts)

154 matches were scheduled (but 4 were defaulted)

There were no disputes referred to the Disputes Committee.

4 matches had total team defaults (1 in the Surrey Trophy, 1 in the Ellam Trophy and 2 in the Fred Manning Trophy).

14 games went to adjudication with no appeals against the adjudicators' verdicts.

The Lauder Trophy final was rather disappointing in that one team was over-graded by 54 points and the other team had only 4 players.

There were 2 competitions for individual performances: The John Hawson Trophy (for over 60s) was won by Hugh Wylie with 70% and the new Tommy Dunne Trophy (for under 16s) was won by Rajeiv Ratnesan with 80%.
