Budget for the Year to 30 April 2020 
Details of the proposed budget were provided to the meeting. The Treasurer, Dan Rosen advised that the budget is essentially break-even after allowance for two one off items, namely provision for the Minor Counties and Open Team celebration event of £200 and also nearly £200 for repairs to the Wernick Cup. 
David Sedgwick expressed disappointment that the celebration event had to be cancelled due to lack of interest from the team players but thought it was alright to leave provision for it in the budget. Nick Grey suggested that there should be a further attempt to stage it in 2020. However, it was agreed that any decision to try again should left up to Owen Phillips.  

A proposal was made from the Chair that the Budget as presented and the determination of membership fees as set out in the Budget should be accepted. The proposal was passed nem.con.

Any Other Business
1. The Elham Trophy was presented to Bertie Barlow (Ashtead) by Paul Shepherd. 

2. The engraving of the Ellam Trophy is to be updated to include the 2017 – 2018 winners CCF 2.
3. The Challenge Cup was presented to Russell Granat by Paul Shepherd.

4. John Foley drew attention to the FIDE survey being conducted by Alex Holowczak about time controls and conditions for FIDE rated games. The FIDE may be willing to adjust their rules to cater for local league arrangements. They may not be willing to accept adjudicated finishes. David Sedgwick pointed out that this is not a ECF initiative but one being carried out by the FIDE Qualification Commission. They currently accept shorter time controls for players rated under 1600 but this may be extended for those with a higher rating. Anyone may respond to the survey. He stated that the opinion whether Gold Membership would still be required was a matter for the ECF.
