2. Budget for the Year ending 30 April 2025
Dan Rosen referred to the budget document issued prior to the meeting which showed and anticipated deficit of £262. Last year it was break even. The year before there was about a £600 surplus. The anticipated deficit of £262 was relatively small and easily covered by the ample reserves. In answer to a question from Trevor Jones he advised that the SCCA held about £6000 in the bank. He also mentioned that the budget was based on the submitted team entries.
Trevor Jones thanked Dan Rosen for a well presented document.
3. Determination of Membership Fees
