2. Budget for the Year ending 30 April 2024
Dan Rosen mentioned that there was a nice surplus for last year. He took the opportunity to advise the meeting that it was Martin Cath who had recommended to him charging the same amount per half game in all divisions.
The budget is about break even and half game fees have been reduced. An assumption has been made that the proportion of adults/juniors will be unchanged. There is also an assumption that the league structured proposed by Huw Williams will be accepted. 
At this stage it is not known how much will be charged by the SCCU. However, a small deficit for 1 year only can be supported. 
A proposal was made by the chairman, seconded by Huw Williams, to accept the budget as presented.  This proposal was passed nem.con.
